SAINT PHILIP PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH CELEBRATES
30T™H ANNIVERSARY OF PASTOR JOHN WURSTER’S ORDINATION

Saint Philip Presbyterian Church is celebrating the 30t anniversary of Pastor John Wurster’s Ordination today. John
was ordained at his home church, Fain Presbyterian Church in Wichita Falls Texas on June 13, 1990. Fain
Presbyterian Church is where he met Deborah Burks, his wife. John has served as Pastor and Head of Staff at St.
Philip Presbyterian Church since 2012. ‘It is hard to believe,” he said, ‘that it has been nine years.” Prior to his time at
St. Philip, John served as Pastor at First Presbyterian Church in Kerrville Texas for five years. Before moving to
Kerrville, John served at two Presbyterian churches in Ohio as an Associate Pastor, for six years in each church.
During this time, Deb was an Associate Professor of English at The Ohio State University. John's first pastoral call
was to the Philadelphia area, where he served in three churches over a four-year period as an Interim Associate
Pastor and Interim Pastor.

il Music Notes

Organ Music

This morning’s selections of choral and organ music
present a circle of moods — from big and festive to
quiet and introspective and back again — beginning
with the large opening voluntary, written by
twentieth-century French composer André Fleury,
who served as organist at Saint-Eustache in Paris and
Dijon and Versailles Cathedrals, as well as professor
of music at Dijon Conservatory and the Ecole
Normale de Musique in Paris. The Allegro maestoso is
the first of Fleury’s Vingt-quatre Piéces (twenty-four
Pieces) for organ or harmonium, written between
1930 and 1933. Like Bach’s Well-Tempered Clavier,
Fleury’s 24 pieces provide a succession of works in all
the major and minor keys, starting with C major and
ending with B minor.

Today’s closing voluntary comes from a similarly
organized collection of 24 pieces by Fleury’s teacher
Louis Vierne, who was organist at Notre Dame
Cathedral in Paris from 1900 until his death (at the
organ during a recital no less) in 1937. Vierne's 24
Pieces en style libre (24 pieces in free style) were
composed in two volumes in 1913 and 1914. Coming
in at No. 21 is the lively Carillon in B-flat major,
featuring an ostinato figure — played mostly by the
organist’s feet — based on a peal the composer heard
on the four tower bells at Chéateau de Longpont, a
famous abbey just outside Paris:

We'll leave it to super attentive listeners to determine
how many times Vierne repeats this theme during the
four-minute piece [hint: it's between 50 and 60] !
Vierne composed a number of different organ works
bearing the title Carillon, and in each he is particularly
adept at capturing in music the ambience of the tower
bell experience, evoking the unique acoustical at-
mosphere of notes overlapping and bouncing their
sounds off nearby buildings and into the air, with the
volume increasing and decreasing in waves.

Choral Music

This morning’s introit is a setting of the hymn tune
CHRISTE SANCTORUM, which first appeared in print in
the Paris Antiphoner in 1681. A Hymn of Praise was
arranged for the Henderson Choir of Elfinwild
Presbyterian Church in Glenshaw, Pennsylvania by
American composer and conductor Robert Lehman,
who presently serves as organist and choirmaster at
the Church of St. Michael and St. George in St. Louis,
Missouri. The setting is for soprano, alto and bass
voices with organ accompaniment.

Today’s anthem is by British composer Martin How,
who has enjoyed a very long and distinguished career
as a choral trainer and organist. Now retired but still
playing the organ occasionally at historic Croydon
Minster in London, How spent most of his career
with the Royal School of Church Music (RSCM),
where he was known principally as a conductor
specializing in the training and motivation of young
singers. Day by Day is perhaps How’s most well-
known and widely-sung piece, gently and beautifully
setting its thirteenth-century text by St. Richard of
Chichester for three-part choir and organ.

This morning’s quiet choral benediction is by
American composer and organist Robert Powell.
Long active in the Episcopal Church, Powell has said
that his choral compositions are mostly for “choirs of
twenty-five because that's what most choirs are.
When you come right down to it, most choirs are not
of cathedral ability or size. My pieces are all practical
things and wuseful for specific occasions.” (The
Diapason, November 2002) Walk Humbly with Your God
was composed in 2010 for St. John's Evangelical
Lutheran Church in Statesville, North Carolina, for
small three-part choir of soprano, alto and bass voices
with very sparse organ accompaniment.
