Plant It Forward empowers refugees to develop sustaina-
ble farming businesses and produce fresh, healthy food for 
our community.  Plant It Forward also collaborates with 
the Houston Food Bank and in 2023, they provided 1,800 
servings of fresh produce to more than 100 families. Plant 
It Forward was able to launch the Land Access Initiative in 
2023, connecting new farmers with value-aligned landown-
ers to increase the number of family-owned farms in the 
Houston region. St. Philip mission grants have supported 
three program areas of Enterprise/Food Hub, Urban 
Farming, and Farmer Education since 2018. Also, St. Phil-
ip grant funding helped farmers with their water bills dur-
ing the 2023 summer drought, paid for infrastructure im-
provements on the farms by installing cold storage units 
which doubled farmers' weekly sales capacity, and the in-
stallation of four on-farm wash & pack structures that im-
proved food safety and working conditions.
